The PHF committee will then make the selection of the winning students based on the committee input. Pensacola Heritage Foundation will have rights of publishing submitted essays in newspapers and magazines.  Also, Pensacola Heritage Foundation will have the right to use the essays in future publication. 
 
The application must be received by Pensacola Heritage Foundation by Friday, March 20, 2026 (late entries will not be considered).
